The Gangetic Delta of 

Sunderbans, West Bengal, 

an UNESCO World Heritage 

center and habitat of unique 

flora and fauna, is shame-

fully underdeveloped and 

deserves much more public 

attention in the face of global 

warming. The enthusiasts 

envision starting a move-

ment of integrating develop-

ment through improved edu-

cation, heightened social and 

environmental awareness 

and fostering community 

development in the under-

privileged areas of any part 

of world.  

 Through the inter-

net they came to know about 

the grass root level efforts of 

Mukti India. Few volunteers 

from USA immediately part-

nered with the Mukti India 

team to start working on 

several ongoing projects in-

cluding TSS (Talented Stu-

dent Scholarship).  

 Currently volun-

teers of this chapter  is work-

ing together to register the 

chapter  as a public benefit 

non-profit corporation in the 

state of California. The or-

ganization is growing rapidly 

with support of members 

from all over USA & Canada.

Coaching center program in 

Sunderban continues to third 

successive years. 
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 After successfully organizing 

the ôCoaching Program for Underprivi-

leged Childrenõ in Nagendrapur GP of 

Raidighi Sundarban (24 Parganas) in 

2006 and considering the demand in 

adjoining areas, Mukti decided to con-

duct the same coaching program in 

Kankandighi GP in 2007.  
 

 Mukti started four new coach-

ing centres at Babujan Sipai high 

school, Dakhin Kankandighi, 

Panchanan Sikkha Niketan and Jogen-

drapur at Kankandighi GP. More than 

5000 students from six high schools 

(Nagendrapur HK high school, Nagen-

drapur High school, Babujan Sipai 

High school, Panchanan Sikkha Ni-

ketan, Santosh Goroui Balika Bidya-

laya and Jogenrapur 

High school) applied 

for this supplementary 

coaching program. The 

students were selected 

based on their merit 

and the financial situa-

tion of their familes.  

 

 Each centre 

provided coaching to 

120 Students. Each 

group of 120 students 

included 20 students 

from class V to X.  Twelve teachers, two 

coordinators and 2 assistants were re-

cruited by Mukti. Mathematics and 

English were taught in the morning 

classes every day. Mukti Book bank 

provided all the 

text books and 

other required 

educational mate-

rials to all the 

students with a 

nominal fees (Rs. 

10/- per month). 

Teachersõ salary 

and other related 

expenses were 

covered by Asha, 

Chennai.  

 

 In the year 2007, Mukti rap-

idly expanded the coaching program by 

recruiting 1000 students with 24 addi-

tional teachers.  

Madhusudan Ba i ragi  and 

Biswanath Mandal, who acted as 

the program convener.  

 During his speech, Prof 

Choudhuri congratulated and 

praised the effort of Muktiõs members 

and provided the students with valu-

able insights that would help find their

In 

spite of the living conditions, there is a 

secondary school with around 350 stu-

dents, and a primary school.

 Sunderban is immensely pic-

turesque and with its natural land-

scape, unique ecosystem and rich wild-

life habitat. It is famous for salt water 

fish and large mangrove trees. It is also 

a home to the Royal Bengal Tiger. But 

it is a place where industry is feeble to 

non existent.  

 Its inhabitants are financially 

challenged because of the lack of all 

basic needs and poor infrastructure. 

People here mainly depend on agricul-

ture and small craft work for their live-

lihood. The lands used for cultivation 

are mostly single -crop and primarily 

dependent on rainwater for irrigation. 

Most of the people do not have round 

the year jobs. Being surrounded by sa-

line water, deltas are rendered unfit for 

cultivation. Moreover, owing to commu-

nication hurdles with the mainland, 

villagers find it hard to sell their goods 

in the market.  

 Mukti started its Coconut Tree 

Plantation project in 2007 in an effort 

to improve the economical condition of 

these under -privileged people and pro-

vide them an opportunity to improve 

their lifestyle.  

 The coconut tree is 

a kind of tree that vastly 

grows both in the coastal 

region of India as well as in 

areas without extremes in 

climate. There are several 

beneficial by -products of 

the coconut tree such as 

coconut oil, mattresses and 

several other products use-

ful in our daily lives such 

as vinegar, medicine, soap etc.  

 Almost every household in 

Sunderban has one or two Coconut 

trees within their premises. However, 

people are unaware that these trees can 

be one the main sources of their income. 

People need formal training on how to 

maintain these Coconut trees in large 

scale and how to extract the by -

products from these trees.  

 As a pilot project Mukti 

planted 300 coconut tree seedling (both 

local and hybrid version) in the river 

embankment  

 Mukti planned to establish a 

coconut tree nursery and by -product 

industry in different parts of Sunder-

ban, India in future. Mukti believes this 

project can help people of Sunderban in 

following ways:  

To boost economic standard by 

proper use of the many byproducts 

of Coconut trees.  

To maintain ecological recycling 

between the trees and human be-

ings. 

To protect river banks from natural 

erosion. 

youngsters that would otherwise have 

been impossible. The students voiced 

similar hope too. There are many sto-

ries of dreams of education lost to cold 

realities of financial distress. Ganesh, a 

meritorious student who secured 75% 

score in Madhyamik (school final) ex-

amination, could not enroll in the sci-

ence curriculum due to financial hard-

ships of his family. Instead, he had to 

enroll in humanities curriculum and 

with Muktiõs support he can again 

dream of becoming a teacher. Another 

such success story is Tuasin Mallick, a 

student of poly -technique, who would 

have dropped out of the program and 

put an end to his dream of becoming an 

engineer had it been not for Muktiõs 

help. These are the stories to name a 

few.  

 A common goal connected 

three young Bengali researchers in Ger-

many. They all dreamt to become a part 

of a movement of spreading mass edu-

cation in the remotest parts of West 

Bengal. They found Mukti, a grass root 

level organization working for the same 

cause so beloved to them. That is how 

the Mukti Bankura chapter was initi-

ated and with help from these energetic 

individuals Mukti could reach out to 

the extremely talented but needy stu-

dents in Bankura.  

 Fifteen scholarships were dis-

tributed in an award ceremony amongst 

such students to help them continue 

their higher education. Additional dis-

trict magistrate, Mr. Kanailal Maiti, 

who felicitated the ceremony, said 

Mukti helped realize the dream of these 

 Chinmay Patro, one of the 

founding members of the Mukti 

Bankura chapter, who is a researcher 

in biotechnology at Max Planck Insti-

tute was also present at the ceremony.
